1. Introduction

Manuscripts reporting on original theoretical and/or experimental work and tutorial expositions of permanent reference value from the rich spectrum of electrical and electronics engineering are welcome. (Electrica) Editorial Board is authorized to accept/reject the manuscripts based on the evaluation of international experts. The papers should be written in English. Electronic submission is encouraged, in which case the manuscript should be submitted from ELECTRICA Paper Submission System. This document is a template for Microsoft Word. The written material of the paper should prepare on a paper of A4 (21 cm width and 29.7 cm height) size.

The papers must be prepared in a two-column format on A4 size paper. The first page margins must be designed as top = 4.5 cm, bottom = 3.7 cm, left = 2 cm and right = 2 cm. All margins on the second and subsequent pages must be prepared as top = 2.5 cm, bottom = 2 cm, left = 2 cm and right = 2 cm. The text of the paper must be written in two columns with a 0.5 cm space between them (Figure 1). The width of each column must be 8.25 cm. The page numbers will be numbered in the defined header by Editorial Board.

All the text must be written in Times New Roman fonts, single line spacing including contents of tables and figures. Font sizes and styles are listed in Table 1.

All paragraphs should be indented 0.5 mm and there must not be any additional blank lines between paragraphs. The whole text must be fully justified.

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2.1. First Page

Full names of authors should be given. There must be one-line separation between the title and author name(s), and two-line separation between the authors and their affiliation(s). A one-line separation is needed between the author affiliation(s) and the abstract

2.2. Headings

Headings of chapters must be written in 12-point bold type font with single spacing and should be numbered successively. Headingd of subsections should be written in 11-point bold type font with single-spacing as well. Full-stop symbol must be used after the number of chapter or subsection. All headings must be separated from the text by one (10-point) blank line .

Captions of figures should be aligned of the column below the figures, in 9-point font, single spacing. Above each figure and below its caption should be 1 blank line spacing (9-point). All the figures of the paper must be cited in the text in a consecutive order using abbreviations, e.g. "Figure 1". In figure axis labels, please use words rather than symbols. 
3.2. Tables

Captions of tables should be aligned above the tables, in 9-point font, single spacing. The word "Table" and the successive number with the full-stop symbol (".") must be written in bold. Below each table and above its caption should be 1 blank line spacing (10-point). The caption should be separated from the table by one 9-point empty line. Tables must be cited consecutively in the text, e.g. "Table 1".

Nikola Tesla was born an ethnic Serb in the village of Smiljan, in the Croatian Military Frontier of the Austrian Empire. Tesla was a subject of the Austrian Empire by birth and later became an American citizen. Because of his 1894 demonstration of wireless communication through radio and as the eventual victor in the "War of Currents", he was widely respected as one of the greatest electrical engineers who worked in America. He pioneered modern electrical engineering and many of his discoveries were of groundbreaking importance. In the United States during this time, Tesla's fame rivaled that of any other inventor or scientist in history or popular culture. Tesla demonstrated wireless energy transfer to power electronic devices as early as 1893, and aspired to intercontinental wireless transmission of industrial power in his unfinished Wardenclyffe Tower project.
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
